It is my belief that if you understand and participate in your mental‑health care and treatment you may achieve better results because of your involvement. As a client and consumer of mental‑health services, you have the same rights as any person, except as limited by law. Among these is the right to

· be treated with dignity, respect, and courtesy

· receive services*in the least restrictive appropriate setting, subject to available resources

· receive information about the methods, techniques, and duration of treatment, if 

              known, and treatment options available to you

· have an individualized treatment plan, and , be a partner in its development and any changes

· seek a second opinion from another therapist, at your expense

· be given the degrees, credentials, and licenses of clinical persons responsible for your 

              care and, if requested, the name of their supervisor

· refuse or stop services or treatment at any time, except when an ‑ emergency exists, a   

              court order is in effect, or you are in treatment under the provision of the Colorado 

              Care and Treatment of the Mentally Ill Act

· be given information about our fee structure and financial. policies

· see your records or designate in writing someone to review them;. in limited 

              circumstances, you may be denied access to your records, but you have the. right to 

              know the reason and to appeal

· have your record and the information provided to you in therapy sessions kept 

              confidential; there are exceptions to this confidentiality, the main exceptions being

· you present as a danger to yourself or others

· you are gravely disabled (unable to care for yourself)

· in cases of child abuse or suspected child abuse

· other exceptions which may arise during treatment will be identified by your therapist, when possible

· complain or express grievances about your services, the reduction or denial of services, or a violation of your treatment rights at any time; no retaliation can be made against You for complaining
